The cost of using these features
are a fraction of similar platforms,
at 3% + 10p for each transaction
(compared to 20-40% with
platforms such as Amazon,
Groupon, Deliveroo, UberEats).

Discounts will be applied to energy
usage between 1 October 2022
and 31 March 2023. The scheme will
be available to everyone onanon-
domestic contract who are:
» on existing fixed price contracts
that were agreed on or after
1 December 2021
* signing new fixed price contracts
e ondeemed/ out of contract or
variable tariffs
 on flexible purchase or similar
contracts
The government supported price has
beenset at 21.1p/kWh for electricity
and 7.5p/kWh for gas.
